DEPARTMENT INFORMATION

During the month of January, 2017, the police department responded to, or self-initiated
539 calls for service.

This marks an increase in officer activity from December, resulting in 230 business
checks, 25 misdemeanor arrests, and 1 felony arrests.

Officers of the Sutter Creek Police Department issued a total of 44 citations, and
investigated 5 traffic collisions.

SIGNIFICANT EVENTS:

On January 6, 2017, the Sutter Creek Police Department held a community forum.
The PD was honored to meet with over 60 members of the community who took the
time out of their busy lives to talk with us about public safety.

Presentations were made by our Cadets, and all of the officers of the PD. Topics
included Neighborhood Watch, business and home security concepts, and the SCPD
Volunteer Program.

Downtown Foot Patrol:

Officers averaged more than 30 minutes each day downtown, depending upon calls for
service.




Weather Watch:

January 2017 brought significant rain to Sutter Creek. As a result, the creek partially
flooded the basement of the auditorium.

Based upon the rising creek level, public safety officials closed the Main Street Bridge
temporarily.
